War on Oromia  

Drone strikes, executions, killings and ethnic cleansing 
 

The Oromia Support Group has now, with this report, recorded the killing of 4032 Oromo 

civilians and 934 civilians from other regions since October 2018; quite apart from the one 

million fighters and civilians reportedly killed in the war on Tigray since November 2020 

(see p.4).  

In the twenty years from 1992 to 2012 which were included in OSG Reports 1 - 49, OSG 

recorded 4498 killings of Oromo civilians by the TPLF-dominated EPRDF government. The 

rate of killing of Oromo people since 2018 is much greater. Within less than five years of 

Prosperity Party rule under Prime Minister Abiy Ahmed, almost as many civilians have been 

killed as were killed by the EPRDF over 20 years. This magnitude of slaughter has not been 

witnessed since the genocidal campaigns of Showan Amhara kings and emperors in the 19th 

and early 20th centuries. 

The deaths have resulted from drone strikes and other air attacks on civilians in areas where 

the Oromo Liberation Army has support, executions and other killings by federal and Oromia 

Region security forces and killings by Amhara Region militia and Fano forces in acts of 

ethnic cleansing within and surrounding the Amhara Region. 

Internationally supported and independently mediated negotiations are the only way forward. 

They must include the Oromo Liberation Army, registered Oromo political parties (Oromo 

Liberation Front and Oromo Federalist Congress), relevant Oromo and non-Oromo non-

governmental organisations, Amhara Region representatives and the Prosperity Party 

government of Abiy Ahmed. 

The war on Oromia is not winnable by federal government forces, Amhara regional forces or 

OLA; between any two or all three of the belligerents; on any battlefield. Unless and until 

there is a negotiated ceasefire and dialogue, within months, hundreds of thousands more 

civilians will die and development will be pushed back by decades.  

As this report went to press, OSG was informed that illegally detained OLF leaders (see Press 

Release 7 March 2023) were taken to an unknown place from Burayu Police Station on 19 

April. Friends and relatives do not know where they have been taken. In these last days of a 

directionless, failing government, there are grave concerns for their safety. A negotiated 

ceasefire and dialogue depend on their safe release. 
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Introduction  

Within five years of coming to power, Abiy Ahmed has plunged Ethiopia into chaos and 

disaster. According to the International Organisation for Migration (IOM) in March 2023,1 

there are over 20 million in Ethiopia needing humanitarian assistance and protection ï 

including 3 million internally displaced persons (IDPs), returning IDPs and millions of others 

in crisis. Although the five-year drought is in itself catastrophic, these disastrous conditions ï 

the massive loss of life and development set-backs ï are due to the policies and actions of 

Prime Minister Abiy Ahmed, aided by the USA.  

Renowned academics, Harry Verhoeven and Michael Woldemariam, wrote in June 2022 that 

óU.S. policymakers provided largely unconditional support to Ethiopiaôs new Prime Minister 

Abiy Ahmed, creating problems of moral hazard that encouraged confrontation between rival 

political forces.ô  

Professor Alex de Waal, wrote in January (in Ethiopia is dangerously adrift after Tigray war) 

that in the Tigray war the óbest estimateô of civilian deaths was over 500,000. About 10% 

were in massacres and bombings. 30% were due to the collapse in the health system and 60% 

due to famine, according to research by Ghent University. Military losses for the ENDF, 

according to Field Marshal Berhanu Jula, were 254,000, which does not include losses by 

Amhara Region militia or Fano irregular brigades. Although TPLF losses were probably 

much less, the overall death toll from the war is likely to exceed one million, including one in 

six of the Tigrayan population. 

De Waal wrote óAbiy himself was the principal agent of transforming Ethiopia from an 

aspiring developmental state on the East Asian model into a turbulent hybrid of kleptocracy 

and gangsterism.ô  

óFive years ago, civic mobilization brought Ethiopia to the point of democratic change. 

Protesters demanded real inclusion in ruling institutions and fairer governance of diversity as 

well as accountability. Those demands have not gone away. Abiyôs years in power have 

shown he has neither interest nor capacity to deliver. The U.S. and other donors, that are now 

bailing out Ethiopia in the hope of preventing state failure, have both the responsibility and 

the instruments to reinvigorate that agenda.ô 

US Secretary of State, Anthony Blinken, announced on 20 March that all forces in the Tigray 

war had committed war crimes and crimes against humanity, and that Amhara forces 

unleashed by Aby Ahmed had committed ethnic cleansing in Western Tigray. 

The same international crimes are being committed in the war on Oromia, as this report 

demonstrates. Although this war has continued since September 2018, its intensity and scope 

have increased exponentially since the Tigray ceasefire on 2 November 2022.  

It is hoped that the International Commission of Human Rights Experts on Ethiopia, despite 

efforts by the Ethiopian government to shut it down and prevent its findings being known, 

will reveal the extent of abuses in Oromia in its second mandate, active until September. 

Peace talks have twice been proposed. Less than six weeks after the Tigray cessation of 

hostilities, Oromia Region MPs called for a peace deal with OLA, and in January OLF-OLA 

High Command reiterated its commitment to a peaceful resolution to the conflict in Oromia. 

However, initially promising overtures from the federal government were followed by 

 
1 As reported by EEPA, the Europe External Programme with Africa Situation Report - Horn of Africa, 31 

March 2023.

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demands for capitulation and disarmament before talks could begin (Addis Standard 3 

January). 

Renewed calls for a negotiated peace between the government and OLA were made by 

Oromia MPs in the national parliament a week after Secretary of State Anthony Blinken 

visited Ethiopia and expressed concern over the ongoing conflict in the region. On 20 March, 

Addis Standard reported that MPs had written to the African Union, the House of Peoples 

Representatives, the Prosperity Party and the office of Prime Minister Abiy Ahmed. The MPs 

recalled the African Unionôs role in brokering the ceasefire in Tigray and stated that the 

organisation had underestimated the carnage raging in Oromia for almost five years. They 

wrote that the Ethiopian governmentôs intention to wipe out OLA would only lead to more 

civil war and destruction; that a peaceful settlement was the only way forward. 

The stakes are high. The two-year war in Tigray has returned the region to pre-1991 levels of 

development. The unfolding devastation in Oromia is having the same results, but on a 

grander scale.  

Tigray aftermath  

EEPA (see footnote 1, p.3) reported 13 January that in Tigray 18,000 hectares of cultivated 

land and the majority of fruit and vegetable farms were unusable; nearly half of the regionôs 

draft oxen were dead or stolen, 90% of tractors stolen and almost all veterinary services 

looted or destroyed. A quarter of the target population for food distribution was not reached. 

25 districts were partly or completely inaccessible for food aid. Half of the water supply 

schemes are destroyed. 70% of health and education workers are displaced and 88% of health 

workers witnessed sexual abuse (EEPA 29 and 30 March). Latest IOM data indicate 2.5 

million displaced people in Tigray. By August 2022, Relief Web found 89% of families were 

food insecure and 47% severely food insecure.  

Abuse by Eritrean forces continues. The Washington Post reported hundreds massacred by 

Eritrean soldiers as the peace deal was being discussed. EEPA 23 January relayed claims 

from Tigray that Eritrean and Amhara troops raped 211 women, killed 2116, injured 298 and 

kidnapped 680 people in the North Western zone of Tigray since the peace agreement was 

signed on 2 November.  

The malign influence of Eritrea is increasing. Eritreans are establishing businesses in Tigray. 

Their troops were still present in March according to Christian Solidarity Worldwide. Eritrea 

has trained 50,000 Amhara Fano militia and has strengthened ties with Ethiopia. General 

Abraha Kassa, sanctioned by the USA for war crimes, visited army, intelligence and airforce 

heads in Addis Ababa to óconsolidate military tiesô in early April. 

On 14 April, The New Humanitarian (formerly the UN news agency IRIN) reported lethal 

clashes between combined Amhara regional militia and Fano forces and federal security 

forces. Keen to pursue their advantage against a defeated Tigrayan population, committing 

ethnic cleansing in Western Tigray, Amhara militia and Fano have refused to be absorbed 

into federal security forces and are at war with central government and with the Oromo 

people. Federal forces also are committed to the destruction of the Oromo Liberation Army 

and the people who support it ï the overwhelming majority of the Oromo population.

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War on Oromia 

Military command posts were established in Oromia Region at the end of 2018 and the 

beginning of 2019.  The primary operation appears to be to facilitate the destruction of the 

Qeerroo youth movement, which had brought to an end the rule of EPRDF, and to eliminate 

the Oromo Liberation Army (OLA) and its support base among the civilian population.  

Persecution of civilians by ENDF was intense in 2020 until war was declared on Tigray on 

November 4. In the following year, although several hundred Oromo were killed in Wollo, in 

the Oromia Special Zone in Amhara Region, most were killed by Amhara Region militia and 

Fano brigades and the ENDF was less involved than previously. 

Renewed intensity of persecution by federal forces began in early 2022 and was further 

intensified with drone, aircraft and heavy artillery attacks during the talks to end the war in 

Tigray. After those hostilities ceased in November 2022, tens of thousands of ENDF soldiers 

were trucked to Western Oromia in late 2022 and early 2023. Scorched earth policies in 

renewed onslaughts on Oromo farmers in Guji, Borana, Showa, Wollo and Wallega were 

conducted to deny support for OLA. This strategy was in keeping with the declaration by the 

head of the Prosperity Party in Oromia Region, Fekadu Tessema, on 27 February 2021 óIf 

you want to completely get rid of the fish, you need to dry up the ocean.ô  

óThousands, if not tens of thousandsô had been killed in Oromia before the end of 2022 

according to New Lines Magazine on 26 December. 

Not only federal ENDF forces have Oromo 

in their sights. Attacks on Oromo civilians in 

areas of Wallega and Showa were also 

perpetrated by Amhara Region militia and 

Fano forces in acts of ethnic cleansing 

announced as reclaiming óancestral Amhara 

landsô. Dehumanising rhetoric and hate 

speech were matched by gruesome acts of 

desecration of the bodies of young Oromo 

men.  

Unspeakable Acts of Depravity 

Decapitation and flaying of living prisoners, mutilation of the dead and displaying heads on 

poles held high above parading Fano members were photographed and videoed on social 

media. Fano members preened themselves for selfies in front of piles of burning bodies and 

heads. Fano members are portrayed on 5 November 2022 in front of the severed heads of two 

Oromo, killed in Jardega Jarte, Horo Guduru zone, and circulated on social media in early 

December. Distressing footage of a botched attempt to decapitate a living prisoner by a Fano 

member in Salaal Kulla village in Darra district, North Showa, was circulated on 23 

December. Even the Ethiopian Human Rights Commission wrote of hundreds of Oromo 

being killed in a ógruesome mannerô in the last five months of 2022. 

The collator of Gadado2 wrote from Norway on 2 January:  

óWhat is the army doing in the whole of Ethiopia; the Ahmara Liyu Hail [Amhara 

region militia], the Shabiya [Eritrean] army, the Somali army, the Gumuz and Gambella 

army. What are they doing in Wallega?ô

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Civilians [Fano irregulars] are killing innocent women, children and young people. 

They have cut off all lights and communications to the public and closed internet and 

phones. The people have been cut off from bank services, health services, electricity, 

water and all education. The international community, the embassies of the world in 

Addis Ababa, world media and even the Oromo media does not say this.ô 

The Ethiopian government is forcibly conscripting youngsters to its army; from universities, 

high schools and from lower grades. Children as young as 12 have been included in the 

quotas demanded from each kebele and district (woreda). The majority of forced conscripts 

are Oromo. 

 

As its forces were removed from Tigray, large numbers of ENDF troops were transferred to 

Oromia. Many entered Qellem Wallega (Kelam Welega on the map above) from 

Benishangul-Gumuz Region and Gambella Region. There has been heavy fighting in all 

Wallega and Showa zones and in Borana and Guji zones to the south. 

Addis Standard 3 January reported that ENDF had renewed its intention to destroy OLA in 

Southern Oromia (East and West Guji and Borana zones) and that it had óliberated seven 

villagesô from OLA control already.  

OLA fighters have temporarily controlled towns and cities. They released hundreds of 

prisoners from Nekemte, East Wallega, and Mandi, West Wallega, in November (see pp.13 

and 25), and more than 480 from Bula Hora in West Guji on 7 January (Addis Standard 11 

January). Wherever there has been fighting however, ENDF and Amhara forces have exacted 

revenge on civilians and their properties (see below).  

Humanitarian disaster in Oromia 

While the battles rage, civilians suffer. The regional drought caused 43,000 deaths, half of 

them infants, in Somalia in 2022 according to UNICEF. Though no specific report has been 

made for Oromia, similarly severe conditions and loss of livestock and human life took place 

in south and east Oromia, in addition to the lives lost directly and indirectly from civil war.

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At least 700,000 people recently displaced from their homes in parts of the Oromia region 

need food assistance, according to the UN OCHA report published in November, which cited 

óongoing hostilities in western Oromiaô as triggering the exodus. 

In December, OCHA reported over 

106,000 IDPs in West Wallega Zone and 

116,000 IDPs in Horo Guduru Wallega 

alone. Needs were outpacing response 

efforts with less than 10% of needy 

households in West Wallega and less 

than 30% in East Wallega receiving 

shelter and non-food item support. 

óSimilarly, hostilities in Guji and West 

Guji zones are impeding flow of 

assistance.ô Nearly 2% of over 560,000 

children screened in drought affected 

zones were severely malnourished and 

18% moderately malnourished. 

Addis Standard 16 December reported a ófast deterioratingô situation in Oromia. The ócrisis is 

particularly severe in conflict-affected Western Oromia where electricity, mobile network, 

health facilities, banks and markets are not functionalô. Up to 10,000 IDPs were walking for 

3-5 days to Amhara region. Hostilities prevented assistance reaching Benishangul-Gumuz 

Region, further west. There were an estimated 740,000 IDPs in western Oromia, 

Benishangul-Gumuz and bordering Amhara regions. 

In Eastern and Southern Ethiopia, more than 4.5 million cattle and nearly 7 million sheep 

have died since late 2021. In March, 11 million people were food insecure. Cholera was 

present in Bale and Guji zones and in Somali Region. Leishmaniasis and thyroiditis were also 

killing people in OMO zone of SNNPR. The drought area includes 24 million people. In 

Borana, farmers told Addis Standard in February they had given up on their cattle after 3.3 

million had died and were now óstriving to save our livesô. More than 800,000 were in need 

of food assistance.  

 

On 8 March, Addis Standard quoted from a statement by the Oromo Physicians Association 

that in Borana zone people were dying increasingly from treatable and preventable conditions

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ï hunger, dehydration, measles and water-borne diseases. Acute malnutrition was over 16% 

overall. 40% of pregnant and breast-feeding mothers were moderately malnourished.  

Not only drought, disease and conflict affect Borana zone. OCHA reported on 3 April that 

heavy rain and flash floods had damaged shelters for 27,000 IDPs in Borana and increased 

the risk of cholera and other water-borne diseases. 

Malign human agency is not limited to violence. Addis Standard 13 March reported that food 

aid delivered to Borana zone appeared on sale in Yabelo, the administrative capital, after 

being siphoned off by local officials and taken to their warehouses.   

Drone attacks on civilians 

Drones bought from China, Iran, UAE and Turkey helped to turn the tide of the war against 

Tigray, and were responsible for killing over 100 civilians in two weeks in January 2022, 

including at least 59 in an IDP camp at Dedebit in the early hours of 7 January, according to 

the Washington Post and New Lines Magazine. The Washington Post stated that more than 

300 civilians were killed in drone and airstrikes between September 2021 and January 2022. 

Another 20 were killed by drone strikes in Abune Gindeberet district, West Showa, on 22 

April 2022, according to one OSG source. This was followed by a ground attack causing 

heavy losses and displacement to the local forest. 

On 24 October, OLA spokesman Odaa Tarbii, reported that several hundred civilians were 

killed in six drone strikes in western Oromia in the preceding four days, including over 150 in 

Meta Wolkite and Chobi districts in West Showa, less than 150 km west of Finfinnee/Addis 

Ababa. 

According to New Lines Magazine on 26 December, around a dozen more drone strikes 

followed the attack on Chobi, including one in Mendi, West Wallega, on 9 November. 

Addis Standard 25 October reported at least 68 killed in a drone strike on Ofu Bekke village 

in Chobi district and more killed in Kale, about 25 km away, both on Sunday 23 October. 

OLA spokesman Oda Tarbie reported students being killed at a Chobi school on Monday 24 

October and wrote that the video of dead, dying and injured (screenshots below) was taken 

from that incident. 

In a statement released on 24 October, the OLF reported manned aircraft and drone strikes 

across several areas of Oromia from 20 to 23 October, including Minare town, Meta Wolkite 

district, Chobi town, Jeldu district, and in Gindeberet district in West Showa, Nuna Qumba in 

East Wallega and Fantalle district in East Showa. 

In addition to the strikes detailed below, OSG received reports of other drone strikes on 

Wama-Hagalo and Nuna Qumba in East Wallega on 30 October, Nejo in West Wallega on 3 

November, again on Chobi on 14 November, on Amaya in Southwest Showa on 22 

November and on Begi in Qellem Wallega on 26 November.  

In the last week of November, according to Relief Web 7 December 2022, multiple drone 

strikes were conducted in Kombolcha, Guduru district, Horo Guduru zone, and Faji Ejerssa 

kebele, Wara Jarso district, North Showa zone.  

As well as these drone attacks, heavy artillery bombardment on civilian areas was reported at 

Nekemte in East Wallega on 10 November and at Wadessa in Ambo district, West Showa, on 

22 November.

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22/23 October, Chobi, West Showa 

A public gathering at a school compound in Chobi to celebrate the completion of training of 

OLA recruits was struck on 22 October. A witness told New Lines Magazine that at least 86 

were killed, including women, children and an 80 year-old man. Most were civilians and not 

OLA recruits, according to all reports.  

The following screenshots were taken from a video of dead, dying and injured victims taken 

at the scene and broadcast by Kush Media Network.

The above three images of drone components in Chobi were published by New Lines 

Magazine and are believed to be from a Turkish MAM-L laser-guided bomb, fired with a 

target accuracy of under 15 metres. 

Reuters reported on 27 October that 60 were killed on Sunday October 23, according to a 

contact in West Showa. A nearby school, fortunately empty at the time, was hit on 24 

October. 

A small number of victims were named in reports received by OSG. The following were 

among the 86 killed on 22 October.

Sandi and Dire Bareda in Ilfata district. 

2 November, Bila, East Wallega 

In the morning of 2 November, while commuters were going to work and school, the bus 

station in Bila town was struck by weapons launched by drones. A former resident of Bila 

reported to OSG from Canada that a bomb was dropped in the óvery centreô of the town on 

market day, 2 November. Students vacating from Ambo university and from local villages 

had gathered in the town to celebrate its liberation from federal government control and the 

graduation of OLA recruits. Almost all of the killed were civilians. Many of the more than 

200 wounded died because no health care was accessible. Those attempting to reach the 

killed and wounded came under fire from drones, which continued to fly over the town. 

The nephew of the OSG correspondent in western Canada told him by telephone that day:  

óDrone attack! Hundreds have been killed only 200 feet from my store!  I am not 

injured, but all I see right now are bodies, disfigured faces, and dismembered 

heads, legs, and hands scattered everywhere!ô 

A two-minute video shared on social media showing dozens of bodies in the town centre, was 

confirmed by analysis of satellite images by New Lines Magazine on 26 December 

(reproduced below). 

Some of the dozens of bodies are 

visible on the ground (left) and 

features identifying the site in 

Bila are indicated in both 

photographs.

9 November, Mandi, West Wallega 

An OSG supporter in the UK wrote the following on 13 November, corroborating a BBC 

report on 11 November: 

óI am writing to you about the sad news of Mandi Massacre (Drone attack), which 

happened last Wednesday (November 9 2022) Lunch time. Any death of human being 

is a tragedy and hurts very much. The Mandi Massacre hurts me very much. It was the 

town where I went to school. I grew up in Olankommi just 10-15 minutes walk from 

Mandi Town Centre. Prior the drone attack on Mandi Town, there was another drone 

attack took place at Olankommi, which killed a few people.

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The drone attack on Mandi has caused a lot of casualties, I have attached a list of 

people so far identified and a few photographs of the casualties. But there are a lot 

whose bodies are not yet identified. There are a lot who are injured and require medical 

attention. But unfortunately the situation is very bad, nobody goes out and everything is 

closed. Those who need medical attention cannot/are not able to go to clinic or 

hospital.ô 

 

The attack occurred after OLA fighters had been in 

control of Mandi for several days during which they 

released political prisoners. About 20 civilians died 

instantly and 13 more died later of their injuries. Those 

who died include:

OLLAA reported on 5 December that 80 civilians were killed in a drone strike on Warra 

Jarso on December 2nd, and that airstrikes were carried out in Sassiga, East Wollega zone on 

December 4. Social media reports were also circulated of airstrikes in the Begi, Gidami, and 

Togo districts of West Wallega and Qellem Wallega zones on December 5.

Ethnic cleansing, executions and other abuses 

Introduction  

As noted by Human Rights Watch and Amnesty International in their report on crimes 

against humanity and ethnic cleansing in Western Tigray on 6 April 2022: 

Although the term ethnic cleansing is not formally defined as a crime under 

international law, it does have a widely understood meaning. Notably, the United 

Nations Commission of Experts, mandated to look into violations of international 

humanitarian law committed in the territory of the former Yugoslavia, defined ethnic 

cleansing as a ópurposeful policy designed by one ethnic or religious group to remove 

by violent and terror-inspiring means, the civilian population of another ethnic or 

religious group from certain geographic areas.ô 

The US State Department, on 20 March 2023, stated that Amhara Region forces committed 

ethnic cleansing in Western Tigray. 

The ethnic cleansing of Oromo from Wollo, Showa and Wallega zones by Amhara forces is 

commonly justified by claims that these areas are ancestral Amhara lands. This myth is 

propagated by Fano and Amhara Region militias who carry out the attacks and by 

intellectuals and politicians who encourage and support them, such as Berhanu Nega, 

Andargachew Tsige and Eskinder Nega.  

The facts about the expeditions to loot Oromia and capture slaves since 1840 are given by 

Professor Mohammed Hassen Ali in the Journal of Genocide Research. Genocidal Conquest, 

Plunder of Resources and Dehumanization of the Oromo in Ethiopia was published 28 

October 2021. The article, available from OSG, describes the historic presence of Oromo in 

Wollo, Showa and Wallega and their genocidal conquest in the 19th century. 

OSG Report 60, pp.10-12, included information on attacks on Oromo farmers and 

townspeople up to May/June 2022 in Wollo (Oromia Special Zone in Amhara Region), in 

East Wallega and Horo Guduru zones in Wallega, in West, East and North Showa zones, and 

in Benishangul-Gumuz and Gambella Regions.  

In OSG Press Release 16 August 2022, the killing on 4 August of ten civilians by federal and 

Amhara forces in Kobor, Begi district, West Wallega was recorded. More than 11 were 

taken from prison and executed in East Wallega in June/July: another four were killed in 

East Wallega on 4 and 5 August and Habte Biranu was taken from the police station in 

Daduu, Horo Guduru, and shot dead on 5 August. 

Fano and Amhara militia burnt Gumuz homes in Metekel zone, Benishangul-Gumuz Region, 

in July/August 2022. Fano militia, ócooperatingô with government forces, attacked a village

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in Amuru district, Horo Guduru Wallega on 4 August, looting over 100 cattle and 50 sheep 

and driving villagers away. They murdered a heavily-pregnant mother and her three-year 

old child as they fled to the forest. Government soldiers torched over 13 homes in Warra 

Jarso district, North Showa, on 5 August. In that month, schools were occupied by troops sent 

to root out and destroy OLA in all zones of Wallega and Showa and in Guji and Borana 

zones. 

More attacks were reported  (OSG Press Release 8 September) on Agamsa town, Amuru 

district, Horo Guduru Wallega, on 30 August 2022, with over 63 killed (see below ï 117 are 

now known to have been killed ) and 5000 cattle stolen by Fano militia, and on Bone Abuna 

village in Horo-Buluk district, Horo Guduru, on 3 September with at least 12 killed. OLLAA 

subsequently named 26 who were killed  in Bone Abuna. No less than ten previous lethal 

attacks in East Wallega and Horo Guduru were recorded and it was noted that 16 of the 21 

kebeles in Amuru district, Horo Guduru, were by then occupied by Amhara Region and Fano 

forces. 

A meticulously detailed report of the Agamsa massacre was completed in October by 

Agamsa residents and their relatives in response to disinformation from the Amhara 

Association of America. The full report is published on the OSG website ï The facts behind 

the Agamsa massacre. In all, 12 (10 Amhara, 2 Oromo) were killed 

by government troops masquerading as OLA on 29 August and 105 

Oromo were killed by heavily-armed Fano and Amhara militia the 

next day or died later from wounds. 62 of those killed were named in 

the report, including 88 year-old Awaqe Jalata and 97 year-old 

Zalalam Temesgen, who was óburned in his homeô. The Fano and 

Amhara militia arrived with vehicles to take away looted property.  

Civilians were shown fleeing Agamsa after the 30 August attack by 

Fano (right). HRLHA (see p.25) reported that 20,000 fled the town. 

The definitive Agamsa report also named 13 men and women killed 

in Gobu, Amuru district, Horo Guduru, on 24 September. The authors continued: 

óOn October 6, 2022, Fano militia based in Haro Bagin, Kiramu [East Wallega zone], 

crossed to Walli and Luqma kebeles of Amuru district, looted hundreds of livestock 

from farmers, and murdered four individuals who refused to give away their cattle. 

Two brothers, Abara Nugusa and Gutama Nugusa were among those killed during 

the raid. On October 8, 2022, the Fano based in Rigate (a centre of Amhara settlers in 

Amuru district) raided Agamsa. They killed Daniel Asmara [in Qaccallu] and 

forcefully took away dozens of livestock. They continued their attack on October 10 in 

Agamsa, killing two  individuals and stealing more cattle.ô 

Further attacks which are recorded below occurred in Wollo (Oromia Special Zone, Amhara 

Region), East Wallega, Horo Guduru, West Wallega, East Showa, North Showa, West 

Showa, East Hararge and Guji zones of Oromia Region, and in Gambella Region. 

Milkessa M. Gemechu, a former Minister in the Oromia Region government fled Ethiopia 

with his family after being directly and personally threatened by Abiy Ahmed. He spoke at 

the mid-year conference of the Oromo Studies Association in Berlin, 18-19 March 2023, 

reporting that 28 kebeles in 3 districts of N Showa of Oromia Region had been incorporated 

into Amhara Region since 1991. Fantalle and Adama are within their sights. The Karrayyu 

Oromo in East Showa have lost 10 kebeles to Amhara Region. Amhara settlers are making 

the Oromo a minority in some places.

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The OLF, in a press release tweeted by central committee member Bate Urgessa on 8 January 

2023, wrote of a widespread upsurge in violence against Oromo people over the previous few 

days. In East Showa, in Fantalle and Bosat districts, heavy fighting between OLA and 

government forces alongside Amhara militia was in its fifth day, while there was also heavy 

fighting in Guji, a vast invasion of Western Oromia via Metekel zone of Benishangul-Gumuz 

region and campaigns in Salale and Meta areas of North Showa. 

The organisation pleaded for other regions to stop allowing their government regional forces 

to join the onslaught, reporting that 27 civilians were killed in Begi, West Wallega, one 

week previously by forces from Benishangul-Gumuz Region.

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More killings occurred in Jille Dhumuga, Artuma Furse and Sambata districts but SBO did 

not receive their names. 

OLLAA 24 January included a link to an image (left) of 

bodies and burning property in Jille Dhumuga district on or 

about 20 January.  

The OLF reported 24 January that another 16 were killed by 

security forces after showing their ID cards which identified 

them as Oromo when they were stopped near Showa Robit 

when travelling north to Wollo from Finfinnee/Addis Ababa 

on 23 January. 

The Addis Standard were told by residents of Senbete town, 

Jille Dhumuga, that attacks continued from 20 to 22 January 

and were perpetrated by Fano and Amhara Region militia, 

using Amhara Region government vehicles and heavy 

Russian DShk artillery. The violence involved all towns and 

villages in Jille Dhumuga district and spread to North Showa 

in Amhara Region, including Showa Robit, where a curfew 

was announced, and the towns of Ataye and Jawa in Elfiratana Gidim district.  

Residents of Senbete fled to the forest where they were without food for three days before 

speaking to Addis Standard. Hundreds of homes were burnt and destroyed, as shown below 

in photographs received from other sources on 25 January. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Addis Standard article also chronicled previous attacks in 2021, which were reported in 

OSG Report 60 (p.10), in which over 300 were killed, over 1500 homes burnt down and 

358,000 were displaced. At least 18 more died in June/July 2022. 

Previously unrecorded by OSG was an attack in April 2022 by Fano militia on Oromo 

civilians in Kolash, which lies between Showa Robit and Wasan Qurqur, in which 10-12 

were killed (Addis Standard 19 April 2022). 

The image left shows Amhara Region/ 

Fano forces in Wollo, January 2023. 

The OLF reported via social media on 24 

February that heavily armed Amhara 

Region and Fano forces had again attacked 

Wollo Oromo in Jille Dhumuga district, 

killing many civilians and destroying their 

homes and property.

Yesterday, February 23 2023, 39 unknown people have been killed by these Amhara 

regional government militants. Many have been shot and wounded and thousands have 

been displaced. Many houses . . . have been burnt down along with their properties. 

16 people have been killed in a place called Kare-Jejeba around Shewa Robit on 

February 23. The war is now spreading to villages and towns in Jille-Dhumuga district. 

In the war that took place in Wasan Qurqur, Kolash, Alala Drich, Kunde, Wache, 

Balchi, Woleko and Goda kebeles as well as Ataye and Senbete cities many people 

were killed and injured. In addition to this, more than a hundred people were wounded 

in the war and it caused the destruction of the people's houses and properties. Health 

institutions are under the control of the Amhara region government and the injured 

people are dying of no medical treatment.ô 

Finfinnee/Addis Ababa 

Killings  

Addis Standard 13 October carried one of several reports of the 

shooting to death of Moibon Bekele, a central committee member 

of the OLF, on 12 October 2022. He was killed near his home in 

the Burayu subdistrict of the capital. An outspoken advocate of 

Oromo rights, he had written and spoken publicly on ONN. From 

Neklemte, East Wallega, Moibon was detained for long periods by 

the EPRDF regime after being expelled from Jimma university for 

being involved in student protests. He was detained while 

attending Rift Valley University in Nekemte and held in 

Maikelawi and Kilinto prisons. 

 

OLLAA reported the killing by pro-government forces of Tefera 

Gamda, Alemgena, Sabata, Finfinnee/Addis Ababa, on 11 

September. 

Detention 

Addis Standard 11 October reported the abduction of prominent 

anthropologist and development practitioner, Alemayehu Diro 

(above right) from his home in the Burayu district of the capital 

on 29 September 2022. He worked for as a program director for 

HUNDEE, a grassroots development body, for 14 years among 

many other pursuits.   

Gadado reported on 24 January the severe beating and detention 

of singer Caala Bultume (right) the previous day. He was held 

with another Oromo singer, Alemayehu Kebede, at Adey Ababa 

Police Station in Finfinne/Addis Ababa.  

East Showa 

Killings 

Addis Standard 19 October 2022 reported continuing killing and other abuses of Karrayyu 

Oromo in East Showa after the butchery of 14 and the torturing to death of another Karrayyu 

Gadaa leader in December 2021 (see OSG Report 59, pp.15-18). Bulga Boru and three
